NACAD BASKETBALL TOURNAMENT

The North American Association of Club Athletic Director’s Basketball Tournament is organized by a host club each year for the enjoyment of all involved.  The tournament is held in April, unless special permission is granted by the NACAD Executive Committee to hold the event in March or May.  7 divisions of play exist, including “Open”, “A” level, “AA” level (over age 35), “Masters” (over age 45), “Golden Masters” (over age 55), Platinum (over age 60) and “Women’s.”  Players must be at least 21 years of age at the time of the tournament.  
All club teams must be made up of Resident dues paying Members who are in good standing. All participating clubs will submit a list of players in advance of the tournament that shows that each player is a current member in good standing. The list shall be signed by the Athletic Director and of each club. By sending a team to compete in the tournament, all Athletic Directors verify that all players meet the guidelines outlined above.  Any club found to be in violation will forfeit all games and be suspended from future participation for 5 years.  

Former NBA and WNBA players must be at least 3 years removed from professional status. Roster limit is the same 10 players per team and all must wear matching uniforms with numbers representing their club.  No team shall utilize more than the 10 players listed on the tournament roster.  Players may play on a maximum of two teams, but no player may play on both an “A” and an “Open” Team.  If a player participates on two teams, he must be listed on both team rosters. 

Clubs may enter a team in any or all divisions.  Clubs may enter more than one team in a division at the discretion of the host club.    Players may participate in the AA Division if they are turning age 35 within the calendar year of the event. Players may participate in the Masters Division if they are turning age 45 within the calendar year of the Tournament.  Players may participate in the Golden Masters Division if they are turning age 55 within the calendar year of the event. Players may participate in the Platinum Division if they are turning age 60 within the calendar year of the event. Entry fees for each tournament will be determined by the host club, but not exceed $1850.00 per team.  Entry fee submission deadline is 30 days prior to the tournament and there will be no refunds of entry fees if teams cancel.  

The host club agrees to provide a safe basketball venue, which meets the scheduling demands of the event.  If said venue requires transportation to and from area lodging options, host club agrees to provide such transportation in a safe, efficient, organized manner (transportation schedules should be available in writing when necessary).  Host club agrees to notify all potential participants of area lodging options at least two months in advance of event.  Host club will make every attempt to negotiate a discounted rate at said lodging options for tournament participants. Host club agrees to provide breakfast and lunch on each tournament day at either the basketball venue or the host hotel.  Lunch on Sunday is optional, based on the length of the tournament.

First aid equipment, ice or ice packs, drinking water, towels, game basketballs, practice basketballs, shot clocks, spectator seating and certified basketball officials must be provided by host club.  It is the responsibility of the host club to make sure that all game officials know and understand the tournament rules.  Collegiate level officials will be scheduled to officiate all Open Division games.  It is recommended that three collegiate level officials are contracted for all Open Division games.  On-site personnel trained in first aid are required at all basketball venues.  In case of emergency, safety procedures should be determined prior to play.

Host club will provide a “welcome” gift for all players and coaches.  This is typically a t-shirt.  Host club will also provide individual awards for each member and one coach of all championship teams.  Clubs in possession of traveling divisional championship plaques must bring them to the tournament.  
TOURNAMENT RULES

Men’s and Women’s NCAA Basketball rules shall be used by officials, scorekeepers and clock-operators, unless otherwise provided herein.  Athletic Directors and/or team coaches are responsible to make sure that all players know and understand tournament rules.

Coaches must report all eligible players to the game scorekeeper prior to the start.  All players entered in the scorebook must be listed on the team roster.  Ineligible players will result in game forfeiture.

Any rule interpretations or questions should be reported to the tournament host and subject to review by the Tournament Committee on-site.  Tournament Committee shall consist of the host club’s Athletic Director, the NACAD President and the host Athletic Director from the previous year’s tournament.  If the NACAD President and/or previous host Athletic Director are not present, they can be replaced by the Athletic Director for the following year’s tournament and then any other NACAD Club Athletic Director in attendance.   Host Athletic Director has the authority to utilize his or her basketball director in his or her place if they are not present.

1. All games shall consist of two “stopped-clock” 20-minute halves. A 35-second shot clock is mandatory.  

2. If one team is leading by 20 points or more in the second half, there will be a “running clock” for the last 5 minutes of the game, and if one team is leading by 30 points or more in the second half, there will be a “running clock” for the last 10 minutes of the game.

3. If a game is tied at the end of regulation play, there will be a 3-minute overtime period.  (Same clock rules as in #1) Additional overtimes will follow the same format.

4. Three 30-second time-outs will be allotted each team per game.  An additional time-out will be given to each team for each overtime played.  Remaining time-outs can be carried over into overtime.

5. The 20’9” three-point line will be used for all divisions unless not available.

6. Two technical fouls will disqualify that player from that game as well as the following game.

7. Three technical fouls on a team of an unsportsmanlike nature shall result in the immediate forfeiture of that game.

8. The seventh team foul in a half puts the opposition in the “bonus.”  On the 10th team foul in a half, two foul shots will be awarded (double bonus).

9. Five fouls disqualify a player from the game.  Technical fouls count as a personal foul as well as a team foul.
10. The following criteria should be used to break ties within round robin / pool play:
If 2 teams are tied:

a. The result of head to head competition between the teams will break the tie.

b. If the teams did not play each other, the records of each team against common opponents will be used to break the tie.

c. If teams are all still tied, the point differential (max 15 points) of each team against common opponents will be used to break the tie.

If 3 or more teams are tied:

a. Point differential (max 15 points) in games between those teams involved in the tie will be used to break the tie.  Point differential in games against teams that are not involved in the tie will not be included in the calculation.

b. If all teams involved in the tie did not play each other, the records of each team against common opponents will be used to break the tie.

c. If teams are all still tied, the point differential (max 15 points) of each team against common opponents will be used to break the tie.

d. The 2 remaining teams will refer to the head to head 2-team tiebreaker rule.

11. If any team forfeits or does not show up to a game, they are automatically eliminated from playing on “Championship Sunday.”

12. All teams that participate in divisions with 5 or more teams are guaranteed 4 games. All teams that participate in divisions with 4 teams or less are guaranteed 3 games.  All teams that participate in divisions with 3 teams or less are guaranteed 2 games.

13. Game time is forfeit time.  Teams must have 5 eligible players to start a game.

14. All players shall always exercise conduct of the highest sportsmanship.  Any      

violations, abuses and/or poor sportsmanship may be reported to the tournament host and subject to review by the Tournament Committee on site.

15. Protests will be resolved immediately be the Tournament Committee.  All Tournament Committee members must be available by cell phone when they are not physically present at games.
