


Tournament Player Egibility 

1st GRADE/2036
AN ATHLETE MUST BE IN THE 1st  GRADE or BELOW as of October 1, 2024 and CAN NOT be older than 8 on or before August 31, 2025.

2nd GRADE/2035
AN ATHLETE MUST BE IN THE 2nd  GRADE or BELOW as of October 1, 2024 and CAN NOT be older than 9 on or before August 31, 2025.

3rd GRADE/2034
AN ATHLETE MUST BE IN THE 3rd  GRADE or BELOW as of October 1, 2024 and CAN NOT be older than 10 on or before August 31, 2025.

4th GRADE/2033
AN ATHLETE MUST BE IN THE 4th  GRADE or BELOW as of October 1, 2024 and CAN NOT be older than 11 on or before August 31, 2025.

5th GRADE/2032
AN ATHLETE MUST BE IN THE 5th  GRADE or BELOW as of October 1, 2024 and CAN NOT be older than 12 on or before August 31, 2025.

6th GRADE/2031
AN ATHLETE MUST BE IN THE 6th  GRADE or BELOW as of October 1, 2024 and CAN NOT be older than 13 on or before August 31, 2025.

7th GRADE/2030
AN ATHLETE MUST BE IN THE 7th  GRADE or BELOW as of October 1, 2024 and CAN NOT be older than 14 on or before August 31, 2025.

8th GRADE/2029
AN ATHLETE MUST BE IN THE 8th  GRADE or BELOW as of October 1, 2024 and CAN NOT be older than 15 on or before August 31, 2025.

9th GRADE/2028
AN ATHLETE MUST BE IN THE 9th  GRADE or BELOW as of October 1, 2024 and CAN NOT be older than 16 on or before August 31, 2025.

10th GRADE/2027
AN ATHLETE MUST BE IN THE 10th  GRADE or BELOW as of October 1, 2024 and CAN NOT be older than 17 on or before August 31, 2025.

11th GRADE/2026
AN ATHLETE MUST BE IN THE 11th  GRADE or BELOW as of October 1, 2024 and CAN NOT be older than 18 on or before August 31, 2025

Elgibility RULES:

A player may play up, But may never play down.  For example, a player in 7th grade may play in the 8th. grade division, but a player in 8th may not play in the 7th grade division.

A Player can only play for one organization per tournament. The Organization must be the same name and must be in different divisions. Any violation of this rule will result in an automatic forfeit for the second team in which the player attempts to play for

Protest Procedures:
Official protests must meet all of the following guidelines:

Upon alleged infraction, protest must be communicated immediately to the official scorer's table by the head coach (or assistant coach if the head coach has been ejected)

PROTEST  MUST BE SUBMITTED BEFORE THE GAME OR BY THE END OF THE 1ST Half  OF A GAME.

Protest must be communicated to the Site Director or front end staff by the head coach, assistant coach, or team administrator.

A $150.00 (cash) fee must accompany the protest and be delivered to the site director or front end staff at the time of the protest

Successful protests will result in refund of the $150.00 protest fee.
Unsuccessful protests will result in forfeiture of the $150.00 protest fee
