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Scoring, Live/Dead Ball and Possession
	-1 point will be awarded for each basket made.  1 point will be awarded for each free throw made.  Two points will be awarded for each basket made behind the 3 point line.
	-A coin toss will determine the initial possession, whoever wins the coin toss will get the ball and the alternating possession process will begin.
	-Ball will be taken back behind the Red Volleyball line on all changes of possession
	-The defensive player must check the ball before it is put into play.  For play to begin, the offensive team passing the ball in must be behind the 3 point line and MUST pass the ball in to a teammate. 
· 1sr/2nd Grade & 3rd Grade no pressure on first pass outside 3 point line. 
	-The first team to score 20 points wins the game.  To be declared the winner before the 20 minute mark is reached, the winning team must have a two point lead.  At the end of 20 minute regulation, whichever team has the lead wins, even if by 1 point.  If the game reaches the 20 minute mark before a winner is declared, then the game goes into sudden death (coin toss to determine possession) – next team to score wins.
TIME
	-All games have a 20 minute time limit.  There will be a continuously running clock.
	-If a team does not have 3 players ready to play within 5 minutes of scheduled official start time, they will forfeit the game.
	-Player substitution is permitted during any dead ball situation.  
	-Stepping on the endlines, sidelines, or mid-court line , is out of bounds.

COURT REFEREES
	-Court referees are there to keep games moving and answer any rules questions when needed.
- Court referees for each half court and they will be there to help.  
- Court referees are there to keep game moving and make sure score keeper is keeping the score. 
	- Court referees  will begin game clock when scheduled to begin regardless of teams being ready.  Games will still end at conclusion of 20 minute clock.  Please be ready to start on time.
	- Court referees are responsible for reporting game scores on sheet listed on their side of the score table. 
	-Any unruly fans/parents will be asked to leave.  All decisions by court monitor are final and will not be questioned.  If fan/parent will not leave, entire team will be ejected from tournament.
FOULS
	-Court referees will call all fouls and keep the game moving. Keep play fun, competitive and clean as possible. 
-After each non-shooting foul, the team awarded the ball will take possession behind the 3 point line.
	-NON SHOOTING FOULS – No personal Fouls – Just team Fouls.  After 7 team fouls shoot one free throw.
	-For every shooting foul, the shooter will have a choice of a regular free throw or a 2 point shot from behind the 3 point line.  After every free throw ,change of possession regardless of 1 or 2 point shot.
	-Shooting fouls with basket made (1 or 2 point shot).  Basket will count and one free throw will be awarded to the fouled player.  This may be a 1 or 2 point free throw try.  On a make, or miss, change of possession.
	-Flagrant fouls will result in a free throw and possession of the ball.  
	-Multiple Flagrant fouls will result in ejection from current game.
	-ANY TYPE OF FIGHTING WILL RESULT IN BOTH TEAMS BEING EJECTED FROM TOURNAMENT!!!!!!
