· Games will not begin early without consent from both head coaches.

· A technical foul will be assessed if a player’s number is missing from the book.

· Four (4) quarters of 10 minutes each. Running clock until final minute of each quarter.

· Halftime: 2 minutes
· Overtime: 2 minutes, stop clock final minute. Elam ending first to 2 points in double OT.

· 10-minute grace period from scheduled start time before a forfeit is declared.

· Timeouts: 2 full timeouts per team per game. In overtime: 1 additional 30-second timeout (previous timeouts do not carry over).

· Fouls:

· 6 personal fouls = disqualification

· 10 team fouls = 1-and-1 free throws

· 12 team fouls = 2 free throws


· Ball size:

· Boys 3rd–6th grade (10U–12U) and all girls teams use a 28.5 ball

· 2 technical fouls (player or coach) = ejection + 1-game suspension (pending site director review)

· Physical altercations:

· Site/tournament director has final ruling on all matters
