TOURNAMENT RULES
General Rules: 
1. Each team will play a minimum of 2 games - 1 Day Tournament. If division are more than 6 teams then there will be a championship game between pools. 
2. National High School Federation rules will be followed with the few exceptions listed below. 
3. 3rd through 8th grade will play two 14-minute halves. (Continuous clock) stops the last two minutes of 2nd half) High School two 16-minute halves. (Continuous clock) stops the last two minutes of 2nd half).

(In all age divisions, if one team gets ahead by 15 points, the clock will run except on timeouts, Technical Fouls, and/or Official Timeouts.) If the lead is cut below 15 points, normal rules will apply. NO EXCEPTIONS.
 
1. Will shoot free throws just like High School Rules. One-and-one at 7 team fouls and shoots 2 after 10 team fouls.
All shooting fouls will shoot 2 or 3 free throws.
· Each Player gets 6 fouls per game.

2.  1st Overtime Periods will be two (2) minutes long. I will get only one 30-second timeout. 
2nd Overtime Period Sudden Death.

3.  Players will be allowed to play for one team only. Unless the player is participating in a different age group.

4.  In Pool Play the first team listed is the home team. In Bracket Play, the home team is the top team on the bracket and sits to the right of the scorekeeper facing the court.

5.  PRESSING – There will be no pressing until the last 5 minutes of the last half. You can half-court trap and half-court press at any time. If both coaches agree to press full court from the start then it will be allowed. Once they agree they cannot change it in the middle of the game. The refs will ask before the game starts. (5th Grade Below)

6.  Ball size for Boys 6th grade and below is 28.5. Regulation ball for 7th-grade boys thru 11th-grade boys 29.5. Girls will use 28.5 balls.
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
